We 
agreed that the South Islanders could keep the funds they had raised to subsidise their travel up here, 
and this season we had to pay no subsidy at all for the South Islanders at the Nationals. (Kevin 
Holland reports that they can make it to the coming Nationals too.) 
 
Since 
President Chris Mitchell has gained Tax-Free status for us, a move into a better interest-bearing 
account is imminent!
