The wind came up just enough for me to plane
against the tide when the others could not, so guess who opened some rum the next night
when it was awarded...

He got so far
ahead in Race 1, that nobody could tell him that he had gone to a wrong mark. So he went
so far further before he realised it, that he saved me from an embarrassing last place. A true
gentleman!
